First Steamboat Wharves on MDI

For many years, it was thought that the first known visitors to Mount Desert Island were the Abnaki Indians who
would cross over to the island from the mainland to fish and collect berries and shellfish (there was no bridge then
as there is today). However, recently excavations and carbon dating has verified that the “Red Paint People” were
living on the island as far back as 4,000 BC! The first settlement on the island by a person of European descent was
created by Abraham Somes, a sailor/fisherman from Massachusetts, at the northern shore of Somes Sound in 1761.
The first steamboat wharves and hotels on Mount Desert Island were built in Southwest Harbor in order to be closer
to the entrance to Somes Sound. When you look out into the harbor you will see the Bear Island Lighthouse. This
marks the southern entrance to Somes Sound.

Another place of note is the Wendell Gilley Museum of Bird Carving. Featured are the exceptional works of the world
famous Wendell Gilley - widely recognized as one of the early pioneers of this American art form. The museum (207)
244-7555 is open Tuesday through Sunday from 10:00 AM to 5:00 PM. Another unique nearby place is the Seal
Cove Auto Museum with an extraordinary collection of "Brass Era" (1886 - 1917) automobiles. If you like fresh
baked goods, there is a very nice bakery right on Main Street in the center of town on the right side as you enter
town.
